b) On 20th October 2004, the company issued 49,060,100 new ordinary shares of RM1 each pursuant to the Rights Issue at an indicative issue price of RM1.00 each (of which the first call of RM0.65 is payable in cash on application and the second call of RM0.35 is payable out of the Company’s share premium account) on the basis of one (1) new ordinary share for every two (2) existing ordinary shares.

B. ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE KLSE’S LISTING REQUIREMENT

Review of Performance of the Company and its Principal Subsidiaries

Consolidated revenue of the Group for the current quarter has improved by      10% as compared to the preceding year 4th quarter.  However, the Consolidated profit after tax and Minority Interest (MI) has improved by 384% from an after tax and MI profit of RM0.701 million in the preceding year 4th quarter to an after tax and MI profit of RM3.389 million for the 4th quarter under review. 

The improvement in the current quarter was mainly due to:

i)
Successful implementation of demand stimulation measures by RPB 

ii) Strong recovery in the tourism industry

iii) Gain from disposal of non-core properties as disclosed in item A3

Consolidated revenue of the Group for the year ended 31 March 2005 has improved by 21% as compared to the corresponding period in the preceding year.  This was mainly due to successful implementation of demand stimulation measures by RPB and strong recovery in the tourism industry.  Consolidated profit after tax and Minority Interest (MI) for the same period has improved by 289% as compared with the corresponding period in the preceding year.

Material Changes in the Quarterly Results as compared with the Preceding quarter

With the continued demand stimulation measures taken by RPB, Consolidated revenue of the Group for the reporting quarter has improved by 10% in comparison to the preceding quarter.  The Consolidated profit after tax and MI has improved by 38% in comparison with the preceding quarter.

Commentary on Prospect


The directors are of the view that prospects for the next 12 months remain bright.  RPB’s performance will continue to be strong with growth coming from its initiative of exporting logistic planning services in the MICE business, particularly to markets such as China and India.  The increasing demand of Malaysians traveling overseas for leisure and business will also continue to contribute positively to the anticipated stronger performance.


Given the generally positive outlook of the global and local economy, the directors also expect stronger contribution from its local and overseas hotel properties in the new financial year.  With continued efforts to market and grow the business at Avillion Hotel, Port Dickson, Layang Layang Island Resort, Avillion on World Square, Sydney and the chain of Seri Malaysia Hotels, it will also significantly contribute to RPB’s performance.


The Resort Development Division is expected to make a positive contribution to the Group’s performance in the near term with the good sales generated from Marina View on Admiral Cove in Port Dickson.  It has attracted institutional buyers and foreign investors from Australia, Hong Kong, Singapore and the United Kingdom.

As foreign currency contracts are entered into to hedge the Group’s purchases in foreign currencies, the contracted rates will be used to convert the foreign currency amounts in Ringgit Malaysia.


These Contracts are short-term in nature and as such, we do not calculate the difference between contracted rates and spot rates and therefore do not take up the difference in the income statement for the current interim period.

Forward foreign exchange contracts are used to confirm foreign currency payments of the Group.  The maturity period of each contract depends on the term of payments agreed with our suppliers.  The purpose of hedging is to preserve the value of trade payable against market risk.  There are no other cash requirements for the above forward foreign contracts besides a small fee.

Material Litigation


A claim has been made against one of the subsidiary companies by a main contractor for an alleged nonpayment of debts of RM 11.96 million.  The said subsidiary company has counter-claimed for RM 10.8 million, being loss of revenue and liquidated ascertained damages as stipulated in the contract.  Both parties have agreed to resolve the dispute through an arbitration process.  The directors are of the opinion that adequate provision has been made in the accounts of the subsidiary company in respect of the claim.  


As at to date, the matter is part heard and the claimant has not closed its case.
